Talking about the nature and reality of human being in the transcendent
theosophy is really innovative. Relying on his special theories and
principles, such as primacy of existence, physical creation and spiritual
duration of soul that the philosophers before him had no way through, Mulla
Sadra brought about issues on human being which became the origin of
some innovations in his philosophical system: infinity of human nature
inability to limit the reality of human being are among them.
